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1.  The Graduate Health Care Administration Training Program (GHATP ) Board is pleased to announce that  the U.S. Army-Baylor University Graduate Program in Health Care Administration will accept four VHA students to begin classes in July 2003.  Tuition will be waived for accepted candidates; however the costs of books, supplies and other expenses associated with attending the program will be the responsibility of the student.  Prospective candidates must be nominated by their Medical Center Director to the GHATP Board.  The GHATP Board will subsequently refer candidates to the Army-Baylor program for final approval and enrollment.  

2.  Approved candidates are formally detailed to Fort Sam Houston and must relocate to San Antonio, Texas, for the duration (12 months) of the program’s didactic requirement.  As a condition of acceptance, Medical Center Directors commit to pay the employee’s current salary and benefits during their formal detail.  Additionally, the Director will ensure that a position remains available for the employee once they return from the didactic portion of the program.  The Director will then serve as the employee’s preceptor during the 12-month residency period.   

3.  To formally nominate a candidate, Directors must forward a complete GHAPT application and the Application for Admission to the Graduate School of Baylor University.  Please return both applications to the GHAPT Board.  Failure to do so will result in forfeiture of your candidate’s application.  The Baylor University application will be forwarded to the school if the GHATP Board approves the application.
